It is well known that spring grasses may cause laminitis (Founder is an older term that has been replaced with laminitis).   Studies have shown that spring grasses are high in starch and sugars which may lead to high blood sugar levels that may then cause hyperinsulinemia and laminitis.  





So, how do we prevent our friends from developing this horrible condition? 





First we start by allowing the horses to slowly adapt to the spring grass.  Feed the horses hay before turning them out so their stomachs are already filled before going out to pasture. This way horses are less likely to gorge themselves on the new spring grass.


(It is like candy to them!)


Finally, horses need to be limited in turn out time. Allot only 30 minutes once or twice daily, and then slowly increase their time on the spring grass by 10 minutes a day until the horses have a tolerance of 6 hours.  





Any horse with a history of laminitis or metabolic issue (Cushings, metabolic syndrome, hypothyroidism) needs to have a more conservative turnout regimen. In some cases these horses won’t be able to eat fresh grass and will have to be fed hay on a dirt lot all summer long.  





We do offer blood testing to help diagnosis of these metabolic syndromes and provide recommendation for treatment. 























As we are quickly approaching a busy season, Feeder Creek Veterinary Services would like to remind you to schedule annual spring vaccine appointments so your horse is up-to-date before the mosquitoes are thick in the air and you start showing or trail riding.  Every horse is different and therefore will require a unique vaccine program based on the horse’s environment and traveling schedule.   All horses need to be vaccinated or boostered at least once a year to protect against EEE and WEE (Eastern and Western Ecephalomyelitis), West Nile Virus, Tetanus, Influenza and Rhinopneumonitis (Flu/Rhino).  Your horses can be vaccinated with only two shots!   In the fall, all horses will need to receive Rabies booster shots. We offer other vaccines like Potomac Horse Fever, Strangles, and Botulism depending on your individual horse’s needs.  Feeder Creek Veterinary Services is once again offering several preventative wellness programs to keep your animal health costs down in addition to offering enhancements to last year’s program. 
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At the December 2009 AAEP (American Association of Equine Practitioners) meeting a great deal of new information regarding parasite control was presented.  The most alarming new information was the high percentage of intestinal parasites that have become resistant to the current de-wormers.  Since all de-wormers originated from human pharmaceutical companies and ivermectin works well in people there are no new de-wormers on the market or any that will enter the market in the foreseeable future.  


                                                                                         So, as horse owners, you will need to formulate a de-worming program with your veterinarian. Begin with a biannual parasite screening test. The information provided by the test will help the veterinarian custom tailor a program to help reduce parasite resistance in your horses. 

















Eastern/Western Encephalitis:  viruses transmitted by mosquitoes and carried by birds.  These viruses are usually 90% fatal even with intensive ICU care.  


Tetanus:  a clostridium bacteria found in the soil in Ohio.  Horses are the most susceptible and these bacteria release toxins which cause tetany (lock jaw) and death.


West Nile Virus:  transmitted by mosquitoes and carried by birds.  It originally came to USA in 1999 and can cause severe neurological problems or even death. 


Rabies: a deadly viral disease affecting the central nervous system in all mammals including humans. Rabies is fatal in 100% of unvaccinated horses. Carriers on the farm include raccoons and bats.                                                                       Influenza and Rhinopneumonitis: Highly contagious respiratory viruses.  Horses that  are shown, are in training, are used for trail-riding, and or at boarding facilities have a higher risk.  


Potomac Horse Fever: A disease that causes diarrhea, fever, loss of appetite, abortion, founder, or even death.  Horses exposed to water sources that are laden with the parasite are at high risk and should be vaccinated twice a year. 


Strangles: A disease caused by bacteria transmitted by carrier horses or found in the environment.  It causes large swollen lymph nodes in the throat. Vaccination can help lessen the duration and the intensity of the disease.

Feeder Creek Veterinary Services offers sports medicine services for it clients.  Lameness exams allow the veterinarian to assess the soundness of the horse.  We offer diagnostic nerve blocks, ultrasound, and x-rays on the farm to help facilitate in diagnosing the source of the lameness.  Dr. Yardley commonly performs joint injections (ex hock and stifle joints) on the farm if lameness has been localized to arthritic joint disease.  We also recently purchased a Type IV therapy laser which has shown promising results for horses with back pain or large wounds.  It also stimulates acupuncture and trigger points to provide pain relief without the use of needles.
